No more than fifty (50) people at any given time will be allowed into the County Courthouse
for the Warren County Tax Foreclosure Auction.

Only registered bidders will be allowed to enter the Courthouse. NO spectators or anyone
who has not registered to participate in the auction will be allowed to enter the Courthouse.

Anyone that enters the Courthouse for the Warren County Tax Foreclosure Auction must
wear a face mask at all times within the Courthouse, and must sanitize their hands prior to
entering the Courthouse.

All persons who wish to enter the Courthouse and participate in the Warren County Tax
Foreclosure Auction must complete and sign the attached COVID screening form.

Register only for the towns in which the property or properties you are interested in bidding
on are located. The Auction will pause after the end of the sale for each town, and the
people who are present in the Courthouse will leave the Courthouse before the sale for the
next town begins. The people who have registered to bid for properties in the next town
will then enter the Courthouse for the auction. If you are not registered to bid on properties
in the upcoming town, you cannot remain in the courthouse.
